Short Films from Latin America., a 
six-part film exhibition organized by 
the American Federation of Arts, will 
be shown on weekends beginning 
Sunday, November 14. The series 
includes a total of thirty-six short 
films (that is, films of less than 45 
minutes duration) arranged in the­ 
matic groups: the land; people at 
work; change and conflict; mascu­ 
line/feminine; heroes and healers; 
creativity arid expression. All of the 
films, which were made between 
1953 and 1990, are of exceptional 
quality and beauty, typical of the 
short works that are being produced 
today by Latin American filmmak- 
ers. Program notes will be available 
at each screening in both English 
and Spanish. On November 6 and 7, 
the final segments of a series on the 
history of the American documentary 
movement will include a program on 
film diaries, and a program on 
experiments with the documentary 
form. On November 10 at 7:00, 
actor Tony Curtis will be present to 
introduce his 1957 film The Sweet 
Smell of Success and informally dis­ 
cuss his friend and fellow artist 
Joseph Cornell.

The Age of the Baroque in Portugal
November 7, 1993-February 6, 1994 
East Building, Mezzanine and Upper Level

This first major art exhibition sent 
by Portugal to the United States sur­ 
veys the opulent art of the eighteenth 
century, a period of brilliant achieve­ 
ment and patronage in the arts in 
Portugal. Among the extraordinary 
treasures displayed are a sixty-six - 
foot-long, hand-painted tile frieze 
depicting the Lisbon skyline as it 
appeared in the earlv eighteenth cen­ 
tury, a monumental carved and gild­ 
ed wood altarpiece, and an elabo­ 
rately decorated gilded coach created 
for a celebrated ambassadorial pro­ 
cession in Rome in 1716. The exhibi­ 
tion of approximately 120 objects is 
organized by the National Gallery 
and the Portuguese Secretary of 
State for Culture with the Instituto 
Portugues de Museus.

Early in the eighteenth century, 
discoveries of large deposits of gold, 
diamonds, and emeralds in Brazil, 
then under Portuguese rule, ushered 
in a period of great prosperity in 
Portugal. These resources enabled 
the Portuguese crown and nobility to 
offer major commissions to the finest 
masters in Europe, as well as to sup­ 
port Portuguese artistic production 
at the highest level of quality. Other 
objects in the exhibition range from 
rarely seen silk vestments to unusual 
and beautiful scientific instruments 
that were assembled at the 
Uriiversitv of Coimbra as well as

Portuguese arid French table silver, 
elaborately carved and decorated 
furniture, faience, porcelain, and 
magnificent jewelry.

The fully illustrated exhibition 
catalogue is the first major work in 
English devoted to eighteenth-centu­ 
ry art and culture in Portugal. The 
exhibition is made possible by gener­ 
ous grants from Pacific Telesis 
Foundation, Espirito Santo Financial 
Holding S.A..

CONTINUING EXHIBITIONS

John James Audubon: The Watercolors for "The Birds of America"
through January 2, 1994, East Building, Upper Level

While the work of John James 
Audubon (1785-1851) has achieved 
great popularity and frequent repro­ 
duction, the original watercolors that 
served as the models for his well- 
known prints are rarely seen. This 
exhibition presents almost ninety 
watercolors for Audubon s The Birds 
of America. Organized by The New- 
York Historical Society from its per­ 
manent collection, it is the first trav­ 
eling exhibition of these landmark

works of art since they were 
acquired by the Historical Society 
from the artist's widow in 1863. The 
extraordinary freshness and vitality 
of the life-size images have been fur­ 
ther revealed through recent conser­ 
vation. A group of ten early draw­ 
ings in the collection of the 
Houghton Library at Harvard 
University are also on view.

The Birds of America, Audubon s 
mammoth set of 435 images, was

begun in 1820 and completed in 
1838. By illustrating birds engaged 
in typical activities in their native 
habitats, the artist expanded on the 
long tradition of depicting plants and 
animals in single profile views, begun 
in medieval pattern books, herbals, 
and bestiaries, and continued during 
the Renaissance in printed botanical 
and zoological tracts. Audubon, 
unlike his predecessors, preferred to 
base his drawings on freshly killed 
specimens rather than stuffed birds 
in a studio. His work emerged from 
direct, intimate knowledge of his 
subjects that he gained during his 
extensive travels across America.

Following its opening at the 
National Gallery, the exhibition will 
travel to Boston, Chicago, Detroit, 
Houston, Memphis, New York, 
Seattle, and San Francisco. A fully 
illustrated exhibition catalogue is 
available as well as an expanded vol­ 
ume containing reproductions of the 
complete collection of the 470 
Audubon watercolors at The New- 
York Historical Society. The exhibi­ 
tion at the National Gallery is made 
possible by NationsBank.

Lovis Corinth: Master Prints and Drawings 
from the Marcy Family and the National 
Gallery of Art
through February 21, 1994 
East Building, Ground Floor

One of the most important figures in 
turn-of-the-century German art, 
Lovis Corinth (1858-1925) was a 
painter, draftsman, and accom­ 
plished printmaker. This exhibition 
presents seventy-four of Corinth's 
prints and drawings, including many 
rare and extremely fine impressions. 
It celebrates the magnificent gift to 
the National Gallery of 134 works 
from the Sigbert H. Marcy family. 
Marcy had been a close friend and 
patron of Corinth's and was able to 
choose prints of the highest quality. 

Corinth experimented with a

range of styles over the course of his 
career. While committed to the real­ 
ist tradition, he continually sought to 
enlarge the boundaries of its expres­ 
sive potential. Spanning the range of 
Corinth's interests, the show includes 
nudes, portraits, self-portraits, 
mythological and religious scenes, 
interiors, and the late landscapes 
that remain among the most popular 
images of his oeuvre. Represented 
are etching, drypoint, lithography, 
and woodcut. The Marcy family, 
who came to America in 1941, the 
year the National Gallery was found-

ed, made their gift in memory of 
Sigbert H. Marcy and in honor of 
the Gallery's 50th anniversary.

Giambologna's Cesarini Venus
September 26, 1993 - January 17, 1994
West Building, Main Floor Galleries 11, 12, and 17

Focusing on the development of 
the female nude in the oeuvre of the 
great European sculptor 
Giambologna (1529-1608), this 
exhibition features one of his master­ 
pieces in marble, known after its first 
owner as the Cesarini Venus. Cleaned 
and restored in preparation for the 
exhibition, the sculpture will be 
joined by related works in bronze by 
Giambologna. Since the beginning of 
the century, the Cesarini Venus has 
occupied a niche high above a stair­ 
case in the Palazzo Margherita. now 
the United States Embassy in Rome. 
Because of its location, the sculpture 
has not been included in any recent 
exhibition of works by Giambologna. 

Giambologna, born Jean Boulogne 
in Douai, France, was one of the 
most influential mannerist sculptors. 
He spent most of his working life in 
Florence in the service of the Medici. 
His stvle was widely disseminated

through his workshop. His prized 
bronze statuettes were given as 
diplomatic presents to European 
rulers. Among his most famous 
sculptures are Flying Mercury, Rape 
of a Sabine, and Samson Slaying a 
Philistine.

In addition to the U.S. Embassy 
in Rome, lenders to the show include 
the Museo Nazionale del Bargello, 
Florence; the Kunsthistorisches 
Museum, Vienna; the Museum of 
Fine Arts, Boston; and The National 
Trust. Anglesey Abbey, England. 
Available at the exhibition entrance 
is a booklet written by Anthony F. 
Radcliffe, keeper emeritus of sculp­ 
ture, Victoria and Albert Museum, 
London, and currently Samuel H. 
Kress professor at the National 
Gallery. The exhibition is made pos­ 
sible by Republic National Bank of 
New York.

Bernardo Bellotto's The Fortress ofKonigstein
West Building, Main Floor Gallery 37

The National Gallery of Art has 
acquired a spectacular painting by 
the Italian master Bernardo Bellotto 
(1721-1780), one of the most origi­ 
nal landscape and view painters in 
eighteenth-century Europe. The 
Fortress ofKonigstein (52 1A x 92% 
inches), remarkable for its quality, 
size, and state of preservation, is one 
of five large views of an ancient 
fortress in the neighborhood of 
Dresden, commissioned from Bellotto 
by Augustus III, king of Poland and 
Elector of Saxony. It is a landscape 
painting of unrivaled scale and 
majesty both for the artist and for 
eighteenth-century European art and 
will heighten viewers' understanding 
of this artist's unique contribution to 
the genre. The new painting is in­ 
stalled together with four of the 
Gallery's view paintings by Cana- 
letto, recently cleaned for the occa­ 
sion. The Fortress ofKonigstein was 
acquired by the Gallery with income 
from its Patrons' Permanent Fund.
