The education division of the National Gallery of Art
offers daily tours of the permanent collection and special
exhibitions for our visitors. Gallery talks are delivered by
professional lecturing staff and occasional guest lecturers
on subjects ranging from special exhibitions to selected
artists and topics from the permanent collection. These
talks focus on a variety of approaches to art, from stylistic
development to biography to the history of art and the
meaning and interpretation of European and American
imagery.

Staff lecturers lead gallery talks on all of the special
exhibitions, including Della Robbia: Sculpting with Color in
Renaissance Florence; The Urban Scene: 1920 — 1950; Rineke
Dijkstra; Intersections: Photographs and Videos from the
National Gallery of Art and the Corcoran Gallery of Art;
