Heaven and Earth:  
Art of Byzantium from

In 324 Emperor Constantine the 
Great moved the capital of the 
Roman Empire from Italy to the site 
of the ancient Greek city of Byzan-
tium, strategically located on the 
Bosphorus Strait linking the Aegean 
and Black Seas. Renamed Constan-
tinople (now Istanbul), the city 
became the largest and wealthiest in 
the Christian world, and the heart 
of an empire that lasted over 1,000 
years. More than 180 works of art 
(many never before lent to the 
United States) are from collections 
throughout Greece include mosaics, 
icons, manuscripts, jewelry, and 
ceramics. Organized thematically, 
the exhibition explores the transi-
tion from paganism to Christianity, 
the essential role of art in Byzantine 
spiritual life, the taste for secular 
works of art for the home, the intel-
lectual life of Byzantine scholars, 
and the artistic contacts with West-
ern Europe that occurred during 
the empire’s final artistic flowering 
under the emperors of the Palaiolo-
gan dynasty (1261 – 1453). An accom-
panying film presents scenes of 
churches in Greece set to the music 
of Byzantine hymns and chants and 
evokes the original context of many 
objects in the show.
