Baritone JASON STEARNS is a native of the Washington, DC 
area and a graduate of the Eastman School of Music in Rochester, NY. 
Recently added to the roster of the New York City Opera as Danilo 
in Lehar’s The Merry Widow, Mr. Stearns has recorded the baritone 
solos in John Corigliano’s Of Rage and Remembrance, which recording 
also features mezzo-soprano Marilyn Horne. He has appeared three 
times this season with Washington’s Opera Camerata, singing the 
lead baritone roles in Donizetti’s Poliuto and Maria di Rohan, as well 
as Cilea’s Adriana Lecouvreur. A featured soloist with many of 
Washington’s outstanding choral groups, Mr. Stearns has performed 
with the Paul Hill Chorale, the Fairfax Choral Society, Montgomery 
Masterworks Chorus, the Asaph Chorus and Orchestra, and the 
Reston Chorale. Mr. Stearns’ debut performance with the National 
Gallery Orchestra occurred in the 1995-96 season, when he sang 
Poulenc’s delightfully bizarre Le bal masque under the direction of 
George Manos, a performance which won high praise from the
