Born in Spain, Juan Gris moved to Paris in
1906 and became part of the artistic and
literary group that included Picasso, Braque,
Apollinaire, and Gertrude Stein, among
others. Considered with Braque, Picasso, and
Léger one of the four essential cubist
painters, Gris worked in a cubist style until
his premature death, at forty, in 1927.

Gris’ cubism is distinguished by his use of
color and strong patterns of light and shadow,
excelling in crisp still lifes that remain some
of the definitive cubist statements that have
come down to us.

This is the first U.S. exhibition of drawings by
Thomas Gainsborough, the eighteenth-century
British painter and master draftsman. Ninety-
one drawings illustrate Gainsborough’s
development as an artist, and include pastoral
landscapes, figure studies, and costume
sketches.

Gainsborough was a compulsive draftsman
throughout his life. He began sketching at
the age of thirteen; by the time he was sixteen
he had traveled to London to study with
Gravelot, an important figure in the trans-
mission of the French rococo to England.
Gainsborough eventually combined the
swirling rhythms of the rococo with elements
of naturalism learned from seventeenth-

Sculpture and objects in this first exhibition
in the U.S. devoted exclusively to Aztec art
display the skill and dramatic power of Aztec
artists in a wide range of materials.
