It 
explores the treatment of the human figure 
during a critical formative era, which 
culminated in Greek classicism and became 
the basis for Western art thereafter.

The marble, bronze, and terracotta 
sculptures and painted vases on display 
originated in Athens and other major centers 
of the Greek world and from the great Pan- 
Hellenic sanctuaries of Olympia and Delphi.
