(1948), recently restored to its origi-
nal black-and-white radiance by the
UCLA Film and Television Archive,
will be shown March 19 and 21.

On Sunday, April 4, director emeri-
tus of the National Gallery of Art,

new film Rings of Passion: Five Emo-
tions in World Art, an hour-long
documentary that explores the
power of art to evoke five funda-
mental human emotions—love,
anguish, awe, triumph, and joy—
across divergent cultures.
